To be eligible for the 
grant, the student must meet the following criteria: 
 

 Demonstrated achievement in a business or related activity through employment, 
apprenticeship experiences, entrepreneurial ventures, or voluntary service 

 
 Involvement in community service activities 

 
 Average or above scholastic achievement in school 

 
 Demonstrated commitment to school, business activity, and community service 

 Has applied / been accepted to a post secondary school 
 
 
GUIDELINES TO BE APPLIED IN THE SELECTION PROCESS 
 

 Entries must be in essay form.  Judging will consider: focus on content, organization of 
ideas, style and conventions. 

 
 
 
Entries will be evaluated by the Small Business Development Center at the Katz Graduate 
School of Business, University of Pittsburgh. 
 
Scholarships will be presented at the April 5, 2012 Brentwood Baldwin Whitehall
